|. Background

Pfizer Global Medical Grants (GMG) supports the global healthcare community’s independent initiatives

Note there is a 15-page limit exclusive of references. Please include the following:

Goals and Objectives e Briefly state the overall goal of the project.
e Listthe objectives you plan to meet with your project, in terms of learning
and expected outcomes.

Needs Assessment for ¢ Include a description of your organization’s needs assessment for this
the Project proposed projectwhich may include a quantitative baseline data
summary, initial metrics, or a project starting point (please cite dataon
gap analyses or relevant patient-level data that informs the stated
objectives) in your target area.

Target Audience e Describe the primary audience(s) targeted for this project. Indicate whom
you believe will directly benefit from the project outcomes. Describethe
overall population size as well as the size of your sample population.

Project Design and e Describe the planned project, the educational approach, and the way the
Methods planned methods address the established need.

Innovation e Explain what measures you have taken to assure that this project is
original and does not duplicate other projects or materials already
developed. Describe how this project builds upon existing work, pilot
projects, or ongoing projects developed either by your institution or other

institutions.
Evaluation and e Interms of the metrics used for the needs assessment, describe how
Outcomes your organization will determine if the gap was addressed for the target
