Overview

This competitive program seeks to generate new Real World
Evidence (RWE) in the management of atopic dermatitis (AD) with
abrocitinib. Research projects to be supported should be
retrospective and focus on effectiveness and/or safety profile of
abrocitinib data generated in real world settings.

Geographic Scope

The Geographic Scope is Global; all countries where abrocitinib is
approved are included, multiple site studies preferred.

Project Types and Area of Interest

Potential applicants are encouraged to develop retrospective general
research studies for abrocitinib in the management of atopic
dermatitis (AD) resuting in RWE and publication of these results. The
grant can be used for conducting a retrospective chart review
analysis, and/or medical writing support.

Key Milestones

o Application submission deadline: January 11, 2024

e Anticipated decision notification date: February 29, 2024
e Anticipated project start date: April 2024

Funding Range and Project Length
Up to $150,000 -175,000, project length can be up to nine months.



. Eligibility

Geographic Scope:
e Global; all countries where abrocitinib is approved. Multiple site studies preferred.

Applicant Eligibility Criteria

e The institution and Principal Investigator (Pl) must be based in one of the eligible countries noted
above.

e Only organizations are eligible to receive grants, not individuals or medical practice groups.

o If the project involves multiple departments within an institution and/or between different institutions /
organizations / associations, all parties must have a relevant role and the requesting organization
must have a key role in the project.

e The PI must have a medical or postdoctoral degree (MD, PhD, or equivalent), an advanced nursing
degree (BSN with a MS/PhD), or a degree in Pharmacy, Physiotherapy, or Social Work.

¢ The applicant must be the PI or an authorized designee of such individual (e.g., PI's research
coordinator).

¢ The PI must be an employee or independent contractor of the requesting organization.

¢ Requesting organization must be legally able to receive award funding directly from Pfizer Inc. We
strongly recommend that applicants confirm this with their organization or institution prior to
submitting an application. Grants awarded to organizations that are subsequently found to be unable
to accept funding directly from Pfizer Inc. may be subject to rescission.

Clinical Area
e Atopic Dermatitis

General Area of Interest for this RFP:

e The use of JAK-1-inhibitors in AD: Retrospective general research studies for abrocitinib in the
management of atopic dermatitis resulting in RWE and publication of results will be considered for
Pfizer support, which include patients with moderate-to-severe AD treated with abrocitinib. Specific
topics of interest may include, but not limited to, clinician-reported outcomes, patient-reported
outcomes (PROSs), epidemiology, adherence, prior treatments, concomitant treatments, dosing,
safety, and tolerability. The grant can be used for conducting a retrospective chart review analysis,
and/or medical writing support.

Expected Approximate Monetary Range of Grant Applications:

e Individual projects requesting up to $150,000-175,000 will be considered. The estimated total
available budget related to this RFP is $300,000 Award amounts include direct costs, institutional
overhead costs (capped at 28% per Pfizer policy), and indirect costs.

General RFP Submission Requirements

Applications will be accepted via the online portal listed in the How to Submit section. Project
Proposals/Protocols should be single-spaced using Calibri 12-point font and 1-inch margins. Note there is a
15-page limit exclusive of references. When uploading your Full Proposal please ensure it addresses the
following sections:

Goals and Objectives

e Provide the main goal of the study and the study population (if applicable). Provide a detailed definition
that is directly linked to the primary objective.

Assessment of Need for the Project

e This should reflect your study rationale. Provide a brief description of the medical/scientific question and
the rationale of how this trial or study addresses the question.

Target Audience

e Describe the primary audience(s) targeted for this project. For Investigator Sponsored Clinical Trials,
please specify the age, gender and other demographic information for trial population.

e Also indicate whom you believe will directly benefit from the project outcomes. Describe the overall
population size as well as the size of your sample population.

Project Design and Methods

o Describe concisely the research design and methods for achieving the stated goals. For a clinical
interventional study, include inclusion/exclusion criteria, treatment plan and statistical plan.

Innovation

e Explain what measures you have taken to assure that this project idea is original and does not duplicate
other projects. Describe how this project builds upon existing work, pilot projects, or ongoing projects
developed either by your institution or other institutions related to this project.

Evaluation and Outcomes

e Specify type and frequency of safety, effectiveness, and/or other outcome measures. Also indicate the
method(s) used to assess measures.

e Provide a publication plan describing intended submission of abstracts to (a) congress(es) or intended
submission of (a) publication(s) to peer-reviewed journals.

Anticipated Project Timeline
e Provide an anticipated timeline for your project including project start/end dates.

e An ISR grant request cannot be submitted for a study that has already commenced and was not
originally supported by Pfizer.

Additional Information

o If there is any additional information you feel Pfizer should be aware of concerning the importance of this
project, please summarize here.

o Early-career applicants: Letter(s) of support from mentor(s) and collaborators describing how the award
will advance the applicant’s career.
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Organization Detail

e This information is used to assess the capability of the organizational resources available to perform the
effort proposed. Identify the facilities to be used [laboratory, animal, clinical and “other”]. If appropriate,
indicate their capacities, pertinent capabilities, relative proximity and extent of availability to the project.

Budget Detall
e The budget amount requested must be in U.S. dollars (USD).
e While estimating your budget please keep the following items in mind:

e General organizational running costs such as insurances, heating, lighting, rent, building
maintenance may be included. Pfizer does not provide funding for capital purchases (infrastructure
expenses such as equipment, purchases of software or software licenses, technology or bricks and
mortar). Equipment hire/leasing is acceptable and may be included in project budget.

e The inclusion of these costs cannot cause the amount requested to exceed the budget limit set forth
in the RFP.

e It should be noted that grants awarded through GMG cannot be used to purchase Pfizer therapeutic
agents (prescription or non-prescription).
